Last week GARDS received a donation from a special family in Traralgon who made it possible for GARDS to
purchase an oxygen concentrator for asbestos sufferers.

The family wish to remain anonymous but GARDS would like to tell the story of how this family came to help
asbestos sufferersin Gippsland.

The son of this family tells us that in 1951 his father died and left his mother and four children alone. The mother
went back to work to support her family she used her chemistry degree in the analysis of uranium compounds at an
Atomic Energy Commission laboratory at lowa State University. She successfully raised these children and retired at
age 65, she passed away at the age of 78.

Fifteen years later the U.S Government came out with a compensation program for uranium workers who had
worked in an unhealthy environment half a century ago. The government had identified a problem that the
construction of devices from the light metal beryllium produced beryllium dust, which caused, after about 30 years,
alung disease, officially called chronic beryllium disease. The government identified anyone who had worked in this
environment was susceptible.

In the 1990s long after his mother had died doctors could finally diagnose this disease. A few more years went by
before the U.S Government realized there should be compensation and decided to whom and how much. By 2004
there was widespread information about the disease and compensation program. At that point the sister of this man,
who was still living in lowa, heard about it and decide to have a go at compensation. The sister collected the
paperwork and mailed in employment records, medical records, birth and death certificates and signed the forms. To
the surprise of the family the U.S Department of Labour quickly identified the disease and sent out a survivor benefit
chegue to the four siblings.

There is no doubt that their mother’s life had been shortened by chronic beryllium disease and she had deserved
substantial compensation with a work related disease. In the 1980’ s the family would have been very angry if they
knew of this disease but they did not. What amazed the family was that the U.S Government told them that she
might have had the disease; the government were also the ones who informed them about the compensation program
and studied her medical recordsto conclude that she had had beryllium disease.

Now the amazing thing to come from all of this is that GARDS has been the beneficiary of some of that
compensation money in memory of their late mother. The asbestos sufferers of Gippsland thank you very much for

The oxygen concentrator will have a
JAMESHARDIE UPDATE

The Carr Government in NSW has brought in emergency legislation to ensure thousands of James Hardie asbestos
victims continue to receive compensation while it wrestles with the company over issues including immunity from
civil prosecution for its directors. This move was sparked by the failure of the parties to reach final agreement on a
proposed $1.7 billion asbestos compensation package before state parliament resumed at the end of June, the
government introduced legidlation to save the MRCF from potential liquidation. The MRCF, which meets civil
damages claims of Hardie asbestos victims, is running low on money, and its directors fear they could be charged
with trading while technically insolvent. Legislation in parliament has put the MRCF under a NSW-supervised
external administration regime. The Government had hoped to reach afinal agreement with Hardie in time to pass
legislation at the end of June. But it will only pass the holding legislation now, leaving other legidlation, including
any releases from civil liability, for when parliament resumes in September. The parties now hope to sign a principal
agreement in late July or early August. But Hardie said the delay would mean it could not meet its earlier target of
presenting a final deal to shareholders for approval at its annual general meeting in August, and it would now go to
shareholders in late September or early October. Bob Carr said the slowness of finalising negotiations reflected “the
many complex issues under Australian, Dutch and US law”.

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UP & COMING VISIT FROM PETER MacCALLUM
CANCER CARE CENTRE

Hi my name is Andrew Holloway | am a senior researcher in the Centre for Cancer Genomics and
Predictive Medicine at the Peter MacCallum Cancer Centre. | finished my PhD at the University of
Melbourne in 1997, and since then | have been working on several cancers using molecular methods
to identify genes, which affect the initiation or progression of cancers. In 2003, | began collaboration
with Professor Bruce Robinson and Associate Professor Richard Lake at the University of Western
Australia to work on mesothelioma. In 2004 we received a grant from the Nationa Health and
Medical Research Council to fund our work.

There are three main aims to our work: The first is to identify genes, which indicate the likely speed
of progression of a person® mesothelioma. Increasingly, the management of cancer is being
improved by the use of genetic information. The ability to accurately predict response to treatment
with specific agents is essential in guiding the nature and aggressiveness of treatment, especially
when new therapeutic agents are contemplated. Our second aim is to identify cell surface or secreted
molecules specifically present in the blood of people with mesotheliomas as a means of developing
an early diagnostic for the presence of disease. Early diagnosis of most cancersis usually associated
with significantly improved patient survival. Small volume tumour bulk, as measured by CT scan,
has been associated with longer survival and earlier stage in mesothelioma patients. Presently,
asbestos-exposed individuals are often screened by annual pulmonary function tests and chest X-ray,
neither of which are particularly effective at detecting early disease. We aim to identify markers,
which are highly accurate, sensitive and specific to mesothelioma. The third aim is to develop atest
to distinguish between adenocarcinoma of the lung and mesothelioma from samples of cells collected
from pleura effusions. The differential diagnosis of mesothelioma and metastatic adenocarcinoma of
lung to the pleura (LA) is problematic but important as patients with metastatic adenocarcinoma of
the lung are treated using a different chemotherapy and/or surgery regime than mesothelioma
patients. Distinguishing LA from mesothelioma is difficult, as the clinical features of these diseases
overlap: both occur in older adults, who present with chest pain, pleura effusion, and respiratory
distress. Cytological examination of pleural effusion to distinguish LA and mesothelioma is usually
inconclusive and patients are usually then subjected to biopsy of tumour tissue for histopathology,

with associated cost and risk of complications. |'ll be coming to speak to GARDS to go
