The James Hardie Commission is ill accepting written submissions but the
bulk of the evidence has been presented at the commission. The evidence has not
been flattering for the Hardie Group, its share price has taken a battering on the
Stock Exchange and quite honestly it couldn’t have happened to a more worthy
bunch of people. The commission will be releasing a 26-page paper by council
assisting John Sheahan, SC outlining possible findings that could be made in
relation to James Hardie, its advisors and directors of the Medical Research &
Compensation Foundation. It is worth noting that James Hardie's recent
actuarial estimate commissioned by them now predicts a $1.3 billion shortfall —
and yet the company continues to deny any legal or moral obligation to provide
further money.

Two of the GARDS committee Vicki Hamilton and Trevor Callow were able to
attend the commission for 2 days whilst in Sydney consulting with the
researchers who are helping with evidence for the commission. GARDS
received funding from the Victorian Workcover Authority to assist the
researchers gathering facts for the inquiry. We were very happy that GARDS &
VWA could do their bit in avery lengthy and costly trial which Slater & Gordon
and Turner & Freeman are doing pro bono for asbestos victims.

Vicki & Trevor were able to listen to statements made by Phillip Morley the
Chief Finance Officer of the Hardie's Group who was also a director of each of
the company’ s asbestos —tarnished subsidiaries (Amaca & Amaba) at the time of
their transfer to the MRCF. In a meeting that went from 6pm on the 15™ of Feb
2001 until 4am the following morning, Morley executed a dozen documents on
behalf of the subsidiaries, including a deed that indemnified James Hardie from
any asbestos related liability in the event that it was successfully sued. The deed
further promised that the subsidiaries would not sue in respect of any of the
excessive dividends, management fees and asset transfers that benefited the
parent company prior to the subsidiaries ultimate separation. We were aso
privileged to hear the first opening statements made by the CEO of James Hardie
Group, Mr Peter Macdonald. He actually stated that the Foundation was fully-
funded according to the best information available at the time. Cont. Page 2

He even went further to say that Hardie had gone beyond its legal obligations — stating that the
company had ‘gifted’ $80 million to the trust, when they might otherwise have transferred
nothing bar the assets of the subsidiaries. This money was given though in exchange for the
substantial indemnity outlined above and was a fact apparently missed by Mr Macdonald.

We now await the findings of the commissioner David Jackson, QC the time table which we
believe has been set at 2 weeks for written submissions and then a further 2 weeks for written
submissionsin reply and then one week of oral submissions with findings due 21% of September.
L ets hope there is some justice for asbestos victims somewhere in all of this we can only hope
and pray.

Representatives from the
trade unions and the general community were invited to a light lunch afterwards at the function
room of Slater & Gordon.

ASBESTOS STORAGE SITE

GARDS has been involved in discussions with Latrobe City council, Gippsland Trades and Labour
Council and AS CLEAR over asite that has been chosen to store domestic asbestosin Latrobe Valley.
GARDS met with these representatives at the chosen site and went through al identified dangers that
could occur and what procedures would be put in place for the disposal of asbestos from the general
community. GARDS was happy about the site chosen and from the understanding given to us that all
safety standards and procedures will be of a high standard.

LURGI PLANT DEMOLITION

The Lurgi plant demoalition has been a constant source of concern for not only the trade unions but for
the general public aswell. GARDS has been concerned by the number of complaintsit has received
over the demolition of the site. On Wednesday 16™ of June GARDS along with Department of
Treasury and Finance, Victorian Trades Hall Council, Gippsland Trades & Labour Council, Victorian
Workcover Authority, Environment Protection Authority and the local member of Parliament Brendan
Jenkins MP were invited by the government to inspect the site. What took place at the front gate of the
site was, not al on the approved list were being allowed onto the site by the contractor. Some of those
who were not allowed onto the site had a great deal of knowledge and expertise in the area of
demolition. GARDS was allowed to access the site but refused this offer as they felt uncomfortable
about taking this offer up when others who were more highly qualified and who had permission to
view the site from the owner (the State Government) were not. For what reasons were they refused? |
leave it up to you to think abouit.
